A Polite Request…

We have been experiencing ongoing problems with head-lice in school and I would ask that you please all regularly check your child’s head to make sure that they are clear. If necessary there are products that are easy and safe to apply that will quickly deal with the problem. The products do not require your child to have any time off school.
